A B S T R A C T 
Since 1980, the population of Wake County, North Carolina has increased by more than 130 percent. The impacts of the explosive growth and development to its water resources, in particular, are becoming more apparent. As an extension of several recent environmental initiatives conducted by the County, a comprehensive investigation of its groundwater resources was performed. The investigation included an assessment of the availability and current and future demand for groundwater using estimated water budgets developed for each of the County’s 14 drainage basins. Groundwater withdrawals were found to represent a small percentage of the County’s overall water budget on an average annual basis. In the Lower Falls Lake drainage basin where groundwater withdrawals are the highest in the County, current net groundwater consumption is approximately six percent of average annual recharge. Net groundwater consumption in the year 2020 is estimated to represent 3.5 percent of average annual recharge, compared to just over 2 percent for the present day. Groundwater quality was also investigated and certain constituents including radon, arsenic, and pesticides were identified as impacting its suitability as a water supply in certain areas. The approach, results, and conclusions of this investigation are pertinent to other growing communities that have a need to develop better understanding of the sustainability of their water resources.
